B: Mounting the Head to the tripod

1 Loosen the Bowl Clamp and remove it from the Head.

2 Place the Head on the tripod.
Leveling the Head

3 Hold the Head, look into the Bubble Level and glide the Ball
Leveler while controlling the bubble to stay at the center.

4 Once leveled, firmly tighten the Bowl Clamp to lock in position.
Pan Handle position and length

5 Loosen the Pan Handle Clamp.

6 Set it to your preferred position.

7 Firmly tighten the Pan Handle Clamp.
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: Mounting of the camera

Firmly tighten the Head's tilt lock before attaching or detaching a
camera. Before adding camera accessories to the Head, be sure that
the total weight does not exceed the Head's payload capacity. This
will help prevent sudden tilt movements and damage to equipment.

Removing the Sliding Plate from the Head

Loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.

Slide backwards the Sliding Plate while pressing the Plate Release
Button.

Attaching the Sliding Plate to the camera
Set and tighten the Camera Screw of the Sliding Plate to the camera
adapter plate.

Mounting the Sliding Plate with camera to the Head
Loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.
Slide in the same way as it was removed, push forward until it clicks.

Do not tighten the Sliding Plate Lock yet.
Do not push the plate Release Button.

To confirm the mounting was correct, hold the camera and slide towards the
inserted entrance, to check that the camera does not come off the platform.
Slide the Plate to the desired position and tighten the Sliding Plate Lock.
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If the camera tilts backward or forward, adjust the position of the Sliding
Plate.

While making Sliding Plate adjustments, be sure to secure the
camera to avoid sudden camera movements.

: Adjusting the sliding plate

Hold the camera and loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.
Slide the Sliding Plate back or forth to balance the camera and securely
tighten the Sliding Plate Lock.
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E: Panning and Tilting

E-1 Panning

1,2 Release the Pan Lock before panning left or right.
3 Firmly tighten the Pan Lock if necessary.

E-2 Tilting

4,5 Release the Tilt Lock before tilting up or down.
6 Firmly tighten the Tilt Lock if necessary.
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
